The City of Toronto is scheduling to commence extensive repairs to Danforth Ave from Donlands Ave to Broadview Ave.
Furfari Paving will be the city contractor who will be undertaking the construction of this project. The scope of the work includes: grinding the existing surface, replace or adjust various chamber tops and repaving.  Weather permitting, the work is expected to be completed by the mid November, 2013. Your co-operation and patience during the construction period is crucial and will be appreciated.
Construction Details
· Partial grinding and paving of all lanes from Broadview to Carlaw Ave
· Full grinding and paving from Carlaw to Donlands Ave.
· Chamber top adjustments or replacements

· Line painting.

One lane of vehicular traffic in each direction and safe pedestrian access to adjacent properties will be maintained at all times. However, there will be traffic restrictions and motorist should expect delays during construction. Access and storage of construction equipment and materials will be managed in such a way to minimize obstruction to private driveways and sidewalks. 
Work Hours 

Work will typically take place from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. from Monday to Friday. However, the contractor is permitted to work after hours and on weekends as required.  
Disruptions
As with all construction projects, there will be noise and temporary inconveniences. In order to complete the work effectively and in a safe manner, some pedestrian and traffic restrictions will be necessary. The contractor will further notify you of any temporary disruptions. Every effort will be made to reduce the inconvenience. The City appreciates your understanding and co-operation.

Parking Restrictions & General Information
On street parking will be suspended in the construction area during the construction activities. Please arrange to have all the vehicles removed from the street and make arrangements with city inspector for deliveries, during construction.
Construction may require temporary closure of private driveways or access. Where the property has two entrances, one entrance will be kept open at all times. Further notice will be given prior to the temporary closure.
